Spring Crime Prevention Tips:

Spring is coming and property thefts increase. There is a tendency that we sometimes leave items such as bicycles,
gardening tools, and other yard tools lying around in the open. Make sure you lock up your personal property in your
garage or yard shed; it doesn’t take long for someone to ride by and quickly take your property. Let’s keep these
crime prevention tips in mind to have a great spring.

Being a good neighbor can be one of the best crime prevention tools. Attentive neighbors can identify activity that is
not “normal” to their neighborhoods and alert the 911 or you can call RPNA at 243-2489.
